	a. It was noted that the implication by police representatives, for the parish council to ‘solve’ the vandalism issue in the village by investing in CCTV and suitable activity equipment for the perpetrators, was unacceptable. It was noted that this is not within the remit of the parish council and more must be done by the police to enforce criminal activity. It was noted that the parish council provided CCTV evidence of vandalism to the police which was not, in the opinion of the parish council, enforced in a strong enough manner and a precedent has been set. It was resolved the parish council assess the effectiveness of the POP scheme in place until the end of July 2020. If this is not effective, it was resolved to take matters to a higher authority within Lancashire Constabulary. The clerk to request the mobile CCTV unit be dispatched to Wrea Green. Newsletter to highlight how saddened the PC is with the recent spate of vandalism in the village by some youths, resident and non-resident in the parish. The PC urge villagers to assist in supporting the police by reporting all incidents of anti-social behaviour / vandalism to the police and parish clerk, in order that enforcement can be actioned.
Clerk to contact Mr. Davies in order that Mrs.Davies memorial bench can be replaced by the family. Cricket Club to be offered first-option on replacing secondary damaged bench. Should one of these options not be actioned, clerk to contact R.Davenport regarding a replacement sponsored bench for Mr.Lees.

b. It was resolved to request Yellow Lines (Conservation Area specifications) from Remembrance Garden access on Mill Lane to boundary of south side of the War Memorial. To be reflected on adjacent side of road. The parish council request a plan prior to approval and implementation, for comment. 

Additionally, it was resolved the clerk further action the Conservation Area development scheme with FBC. It was noted that FBC have a lawful duty to enhance the Conservation Area and have had since 1974. The PC proposed scheme (not yet finalized) will also address the issue of road safety in the centre of the village which is becoming more prevalent. The clerk to contact LCC in order to question whether FBC (via P.Drinnan) has requested implementation of a scheme to date.

c. Clerk outlined actions taken – The Grapes to have a major revamp. External work already commenced

d. It was resolved to re-open (on trial) the facilities from 08h00 (possibly 09h00)  to 16h00.
