14/103 POLICE/CRIME and DISORDER

1. Community Beat Officer’s Report:-  PC Vicky  Proctor reported that:-
· The school roundabout had been remarked by LCC and should now improve  safety.
· With regard to Martindale, the owner and area manager attended the December PACT meeting. The owner suggested that all local residents and all those that attended the PACT Ballam meeting in November will receive an invitation to visit the home. PC Proctor advised that no further issues had materialised since the November PACT meeting.  Also the police are making regular visits to the home.
· 2 lads from Blackpool have been arrested for the bicycle thefts from Mill Lane.
· Another person has been arrested for the attempted break in at the Spar.
· Two arrested following a cold calling complaint.
· Three reported crimes since the last PC meeting. An assault without injury and a burglary from a shed, both at Ribby Hall.  In addition there was criminal damage (broken rear window) to a vehicle in Wray Crescent. 
· The police newsletter is completed and Trevor Sterling has delivered some. It is proposed that all will be delivered in the short term.
· Three Community Road Watch exercises carried out in the last month.
· PACT priorities for December- speed on Bryning Lane and Station Road  and the newsletter to be delivered to all residents.
14/104 PLANNING       

1. Update - Reformation of SWAG – The meeting was opened from 20.05 Hours to 20.14 hours. It has been agreed in principle that a community association for protection of Wrea Green is established (CAPOW).  The proposed structure is set out see (appendix 4). It was advised that some members of SWAG has lost heart following the approval of the Richmond Avenue extension development, The new group is looking from another dimension of protection for Wrea Green and it is therefore important that the committee is made up from all parts of the village and has a wider remit.  The committee may also decide to monitor crime in the village.

The Chairman will be John Rowson with Eric Murphy as his Vice Chairman. 
The group was advised that it could not become a sub committee of the Parish Council as this would entail delegated Council powers, but Parish Council support will be evident. It was also felt that a two pronged defence was preferable to a single body approach.

The Meeting was opened from 20.15 hours to 20.45 hours to allow the public to comment/participate. 
· CAPOW  is to be a rule 6 party for the appeals.

· CAPOW has been advised that the usual time allowed of 20/22 weeks notice of an appeal starts today i.e. take place end of April/early May.

· All rule 6 parties are treated equally and allowed the same amount of time to put their case.

· It is not sure yet whether the appeals will be taken as one or separately. There may now be fourth as the North View Farm developer has also requested an appeal. 

· As further amendments/information can be added to what the Inspectorate already has, it is imperative that both CAPOW and the Parish Council remain in close association so that all relevant information is a made available. 

· Need to keep in close touch with Andrew Stell, Senior Planning Officer, Fylde Borough Council , so that there is a full information base relating to the borough’s proposals and whether a barrister is to be introduced.

· Consideration to be given to whether a barrister is introduced, but this will require funding.

The council confirmed;-

· It fully supported the formation of CAPOW.

· It would vehemently defend against over development of Wrea Green and the issues of the borough’s 5 year housing supply.

· It was essential that our defence was concentrated primarily on issues which were considered fully relevant such as sustainability and village character. 

· Defence of the Conservation Area.

· A meeting with United Utilities needs to be pressed further so that the official sewerage situation can be questioned and understood.

· Close liaison with CPRE which is also to be a rule 6 party.  
· Arrange an early public meeting to “fire up” local support.

· Involve the press and media as much as possible.

14/107 FYLDE BOROUGH/LANCASHIRE COUNTY COUNCILS

1.1. Lancashire County Councillor Report  - Cllr. Rigby reported that LCC had
