15/16 APPROVE THE CURRENT CODE OF CONDUCT FOR MEMBERS
It was RESOLVED that the current code of conduct is maintained.

Cllr. J.W. Dobson advised that the hedge relating to 36 Wray Crescent along the entrance to the garage area was again obstructing the highway and also the hedge at the rear of the South garages had been cut and the cuttings dumped behind the garages.  In addition, there was an old washing machine left on the garages’ area. The Clerk is to look into the situation.

viii) Village Landscape Enhancement Committee -  As this committee is now not active and the Spring newsletter did not generate new members the Clerk recommended for practical purposes that it was disbanded but reinstated if sufficient members could be found in the future. It was RESOLVED that the Council would again directly take over the activities of this committee but it would be under the wing of the Conservation committee.
The Chairman advised that the WI ladies are happy to carry on the tub floral maintenance on the same basis as the last two years. 

ix) Committee & Co-Ordinator for North West in Bloom – As the VLEC Committee has been disbanded it was appropriate that a new council committee was formed to ensure the previous activities were performed efficiently. It was RESOLVED that Cllr. Wheatman would prepare the booklet. The Clerk advised that the judging visit was the 11 July 2014 and there was a need for an itinerary and visit programme.  Cllr. Mrs. P.A. Naylor is to review the latter requirement.
x) Joint War Memorial Committee – ( A body representing both this Council and Westby with Plumptons Parish Council and outside pure Council control) :-

5. Grant for Defibrillator Box Outside School – The Clerk advised that Lytham lions has donated a defibrillator to the school. 7. Proposed LCC Permit Scheme for Road and Street Activities – The information had been circulated to all members prior the meeting.  It was RESOLVED that it was not necessary to respond.
15/22 OPEN SPACES  

1. Noticeboard by the Dub – Cllr. Mrs. P.A. Naylor advised that Greenbarnes had still not supplied a price but she had chased this up.  It was RESOLVED that the noticeboard would be put in the area near the tree by the Dub to replace the defunct life ring post. 
2. Village Pride Day – 7 June 2014 -  Cllr. Mrs. Naylor advised that the Headteacher had agreed that the banner could be hung along the school wall. The Clerk is to approach the guide leader.
3. TPOs in Wrea Green -  It was RESOLVED that the Clerk would obtain a list of TPO trees in the parish.  Once received it would be reviewed.

4. A New Wrea Green and Garden Event & Display – Cllr. Mrs. P.A. Naylor  advised that she had been researching a village open garden event for 2015. It was agreed that this would be deferred until the next meeting.
5. Development of the Wild Flower Area on The Green – In Cllr. Mrs. C.E. Wheatman’s absence this topic was deferred until the June meeting.
15/23 PARISH & VILLAGE ACTIVITIES  

1.Wrea Green Civic Sunday – 6 July 2014  – The Clerk is to invite the Rose Queen and also approach the other Town and Parish Councils, Lancashire County Councillor, the Borough Councillor and the Mayor. 

2. Additional Play Area Equipment and/or Fencing -  The Clerk advised that there is a possibility that open space public realm money may materialise and on this basis it would be spent on improving Wray Crescent Play Area.  It was RESOLVED that if the section 106 moneys materialise the play area would be fenced and/or additional smaller units purchased.

3. North West in Bloom Judging – 11 July 2014 – Itinerary & Refreshments – The Clerk advised the Council of the judging date.  Cllr. Mrs. P.A. Naylor is to arrange an itinerary. Cllr. Mrs. Naylor advised that FBC actually arrange the refreshments.
4. The Twinning Exchange – Where to put the Vine? – The Clerk was expecting an approach by the twinning Group on this matter but as it has not been forthcoming.  However, it was RESOLVED that as the vines needed a South facing wall and it would be preferable for them to be kept in the centre of the village that the vicar and headteacher should be approached to see whether it could be domiciled at either site.  In the absence of agreement a South facing trellis would be developed at the allotment orchard.
